Over the last 20 years, many classes of zinc-binding domains have been

discovered. While these domains were (and still are) primarily known for
the sequence-specific recognition of double-stranded DNA, it is now clear
that zinc fingers are both structurally and functionally diverse, mediating
interactions with a number of other classes of important molecules,
including RNA and proteins. In this talk, | will describe work that we have
carried out to define the molecular mechanisms of action of zinc finger
domains from a range of different biological systems.
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
